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1. Yuzawa Geopark Promotion Group

Yuzawa Geopark is in a heavy snowfall area. We can not to go to Geological site in winter because of the
heavy snow. The best part of Geopark is to feel the earth with five senses. The heavy snow disturbs the
activity of Geopark.
